NORTH HARBOUR JUNIOR PENNANTS

1.
GENERAL
All  players are to keep a card for presentation to the scorer. All cards must be presented to 
the Recorder of Results and no results may be posted until the recorder has received all eight 
cards. The host Club is to enter all cards for handicapping. Cards are not to be given to 
players to return to Clubs. Any disputes must be reported to the Match Committee of the day 
or to the North Harbour Golf Association in writing as soon as possible.

NOTE: 
In match play the games is played by holes. Par is irrelevant. In a handicap match the lower net score wins the hole.’
2.
JUNIOR HANDICAP PENNANTS CONDITIONS
a.
Players must be under 19 years of age on the 1st January of the year of the competition.  

b.
There will be two divisions.


A Pennants – Handicap range 0-16.0 hcp index


(A player whose handicap index is higher that 16.0– is still eligible to play however; 
must play of the maximum index of 16.0)


B Pennants - Handicap range 0-40.4 index


Players must stay within the division that they intend to play for.

c.
Each team to consist of four players.


d.
Boys giving shots to girls - girls take the shots off the women’s card. Girls giving shots



to boys - boys take the shots off the men’s card

e.
The team must be played in Handicap Index order 

from 1 (lowest H/c index) through to 4 (highest H/c index) Course Handicaps to be 

written alongside players name.  Players playing out of place will be disqualified.


NOTE: Depending upon the golf course - Girls may receive additional shots for the difference in the course ratings. This may change the playing order of the team. 
f.
A team that is unable to field 4 players - may borrow players from another club.


However the players that are being used from another club are then ineligible to play in


their own clubs junior pennant team.
3.
SCORING

a.
Competition to be played in two sections of round robin competition, the format being 

18 Hole match play with full strokes given.  In each match of a full 18 holes, a point will 

be awarded for each hole won, and half a point for each hole halved, a lost hole gains 

no points. The winner will be the team scoring the greater total points.  If two teams 

should be tied at the end of the Round Robin section, the match where the two teams 

played each other will be considered and the winner will progress to the final.  If they 

are still tied, the winner shall be found by lot.
b.
If a team defaults from one round of the competition, it will receive the zero points for that round, and the opposing team will receive 10 points per player – total of 40points. 


A team that has defaulted may not win the competition. 

If a player defaults, or is disqualified, he will receive zero points and his opponent 10 points. 

If a player from each team defaults, both teams will receive 9 points.
Note: Any player who has been selected to play three times or more in positions 1-5 inclusive in other Men’s or Women’s North Harbour Pennant competitions shall not be eligible to play Junior Pennants for the remainder of that season.

4.
BOYS AND GIRLS PLAYING EACH OTHER:

a.
Please follow the following instructions to work out how many shots are given or taken:

1
Find the players course handicap in the normal way by taking their 


handicap index to the Slope Rating Table for the course they are playing.
2
Find the Course Rating for each of those two courses. It should be on the cards usually where it says Yellow Course. It has the rating for that course.

3
Take the lower Course Rating away from the higher Course Rating. It does not matter whether it is the men’s or women’s rating that is the higher or lower

4
Round the difference down or up to the nearest round number (.5+ goes up)

5
Add that number of strokes on to the strokes being given to the player who is playing on the course with the higher Course Rating.

E.G - This is based on the Course Ratings for Redwood Park: (and Redwood Park only)
Mary’s course handicap is 25 and John’s course handicap is14. Mary is playing the yellow 
course and John is playing the white course. Mary’s course is rated at 71.5 while John’s 
course is rated at 68.0.
71.5 – 68.0   =   3.5
The difference is therefore 3.5 which is rounded up is 4. As a result Mary (who is playing the 
higher rated course) gets an additional four shots so her course handicaps becomes 29.  
Mary will now get 15 shots from John and she will take her strokes on the 1 – 15 stroke holes 
on the card for the yellow course. 
NOTE 1: Please make sure your players know that they take their shots from the No.1 stroke hole to whatever allowance they receive. To clarify the situation of boys and girls giving shots on the allocated shot holes.

NOTE 2: In match play the par of a hole is immaterial it is just the best score (nett) that wins the hole.
Example 1: Mary gets a shot on hole 5 on the ladies card, John does not – it is a par four for both players. Mary has a five and John has a four so with Mary’s shot taken off she has a nett four against John’s nett four. The hole is halved.
Example 2: John gets a shot on hole 9. It is a par 5 for both players. John has a seven which is a nett 6 and Mary has a seven so John wins the hole.

Example 3: Hole 15 is a par four for John and a par five for Mary. John has a five and Mary has a five. The hole is therefore halved. 

Example 4: John gets a shot on hole 15. It is a par four for John and a par five for Mary. John has a five which is a nett four.  Mary has a five. John wins the hole.
